· Tim Worthington – minimum requirements should be included in the document; to be successful, it must be cost-effective – do not overburden with costs
· Skip Ashton – the requirements are mostly enhanced, not basic

· Brent  – the document is missing context – a forum is needed and a process to create the cross-cutting; propose a forum to allow all stakeholders to have a voice in the document and go through the requirements rigorously; 
· Ken – tried to separate out basic from enhanced features, and come to consensus
· Jerry – we will develop a more formal process
· Dave Peachey – need more time to get industry comments
· Ken – the value of the document is to get all the stakeholders talking 
· Brent – a rigorous process is needed, more than one hour a week teleconference, face to face meetings, 

· Dick – NAESB – using the ANSI SDO process; representative of the wholesale electric quadrant; numerous standards have been developed – many appear in FERC regulations

· Jerry – NIST is discussing making the TWiki public

· Darren – coming out of NIST process is the cataloging of different activities; reference or active pointers to the work of others; making groups aware of each other’s work is part of the NIST objective; in standards groups this information sharing is less formal, not a conscious effort to point to who’s doing what; if NIST should focus on the “pointing” and defer to the leading the established groups; there is a concern about how many groups each utility needs to keep track of
· Erich - OpenADR is moving under UCA; 
· Don Hammerstrom – the framework has more meaning, and will go faster & farther if documents set up that framework; the introductory material was masterful -  a good starting point for a framework – should look at where the interactions occur, commonalities, not requirements is a more positive approach
· Conrad  - should focus on 3 main transactions for 2009:  sending uniform price signals; minimal control; minimal vehicle charging control; 
· Erich – always need security 
· Conrad – vendors are not doing security; 
· Darren – need to address interfaces
· Brent – should try to get agreement on higher level issues
