EISA "in federal jurisdiction", maybe FERC jurisdiction will spread

FERC-NARUC cooperative a good platform

Breaking balkanization—either FERC or market. So pull together here to drive market. 

Why FERC expand scope—need to work with us and see our needs. 

This is an issue for report. 

Dec report can address balkanization issue. 

Commentary to start report—no profitability in bldg market with balk

 

Green PHEV, address in each WG, as an example of the power of a standard over the next year. Power of coordination. PHEV is future, important, not current arch. 

 

TWiki—immed goals vs long term

Key points for Dec Report, roles in helping it.

What is being used out there now for SG. 

Roadmap also gives input to the infrastructure development

Put out a teaser that gets closer to implementation to get ISOs in work.

SG not real to ISOs at the transmission level.

ISO killer app is DER, 

Unscheduled flows, loop flows. NIST effort can address some previously intractable probs

NIST is in a position that no one has been in before—some nat'l authority to move forward on standards to look at what is out there and where we need to go. Others have made efforts, but not whole SG, no authority. So, standards are difficult, but we have a mandate to move.

· should rationalize, normalize, organize actor names

Erich is trying to get Consumers Energy use cases

Use cases: tools to discover requirements
must have a plan to show how much time/effort has gone into this work so that utilities won’t invent their own stuff.

· need to convey to utilities that they can go to a central repository

Use cases – requirements – have processes, not priorities; evolve over time

Richard: view use cases

ACTION: Dick DeBlasio will send a DHS security standards gap analysis for power systems gap analysis to Jerry (performed two years ago)
ACTION: Erich will send a list of all known use cases for posting on the TWiki
ACTION: Jerry  will blast an e-mail to all major utilities re: use cases they may have developed

How do we organize DR? Reliability/pricing vs. utility/ISO/RTO/

Rik: should align & group use cases

· use cases identify interoperability points
Need process to sort use cases as they come in

Erich – guidelines for use case submission to make sorting process easier.

Who has submitted and hwo has implemented – big green circle if implemented.

ACTION: provide guidelines for how and in what format to submit use cases on TWiki

Focus on use cases that are implemented

· know who is using it

ACTION: For each subtopic, have a separate, linked webpage for dialogue: questions, comments, concerns; a debate webpage
Request comments on classification of use cases.

ACTION: add intellectual property disclaimer to TWiki login page – Bill Cox good verbiage
Erich might get SCE to support common interface identification

Work with Andy daily on addressing TWiki organization and process.

Establish and vet values for prioritization of apps, use cases
Get top two priorities for each domain

Get some idea of what to present at GridInterop by 3rd week of October

Are there any immediately identifiable standards gaps or harmonization needed
Have a process to work through the issues identified in the December report.

December report – clear on process, experts working on it, see how much we’ve done – so – don‘t do it yourself – message to utilities

Look at material in IECSA use cases – some tested, some not
Need to target timeline for 2009-2010 for the real work to get done.
Define the market interactions for the next generation of SG.

Survey of where we are now for the December report.

FERC can establish the critical mass.

Work a certain use case (PHEV) and how the imformation flows through all the DEWGs as something to completely work through in 2009.

Summarize what is currently being recommended (best practices at the moment) and then lay out where we want to be and how to get there.

Toby: comment on future markets we haven’t even dreamed of yet.

We are trying to make a new architecture and make transactions easier to replace the “bubble gum and baling wire”.

PHEVs is an example of a use case that cuts across all DEWGs and solving this use case well would help solve many issues.
Define common business attributes are ?

Use cases show gaps

Flashlight approach?

Identify evolutionarily significant use cases.

FERC – what is their scope?
Should include in report: regulatory balkanization is an impediment to the implementation of smart grid.
Rik: should identify short term vs. long-term goals

· report: factual statements on what is being used , standards-wise

CALISO: ISOs see SG as too academic: put teaser out on best practices; show that it is near implementation to get interest of ISOs
For ISO killer app is to manage DR.

Transmission (i.e., ISOs, RTOs ) interested in DR – storage, DR, awareness

- need better info to avoid “unscheduled flows)

Erich gave summary of the SCE patent application on SG use cases.
Paul DeMartini: - will schedule a followup telecom w/the DEWGs through Jerry, if interested.
