3. IECSA Business Applications/Functions Use Cases (Joe H)

Joe Hughes sent a first cut at the advanced applications taxonomy.

ACTION – Distribute to group (Jerry)

Joe H discussed the taxonomy that was distribute. The format is top-down and it SG includes a mix of traditional utility operations applications as well the next generation of apps. There are overlaps among the sections and categories. The taxonomy tries to integrate realtime applications & IT, different communities and stakeholders. Eric’s list could fit into the taxonomy. Market operations may fit under RTO & ISO operations. 
ACTION – Joe H will send a more polished doc in the next few days for posting on the TWiki. 

ACTION – This list together with Eric’s function vs. apps list should be used in the Workshop breakout sessions as goals and discuss what’s missing. Followup discussion on this at next week’s telecom.
