1.1 NIST Update 

· NIST Briefing at GridWeek
· Jerry: Roadmap has been posted at http://www.nist.gov/public_affairs/releases/smartgrid_interoperability.pdf but is not yet in the Federal Register yet, but comments can be sent to nistsgstandardscomments@nist.gov 
· Stan Klein:

· IEC 61400-25 (wind object models) should be included by NIST in the 61850 family of standards since it really is 61850, but happens to have a different number.
· The Electric Transportation diagram has changed drastically from what was originally developed. These changes need to be reconciled with the T&D needs as opposed to the security needs.
· All of the EPRI work is on the TWiki but is not now part of the Roadmap. Should this become part of some NISTIR?

· Jerry: Much of the EPRI material will be used in subsequent activities.
· John Caskey:

· Looks good as a flavor of what the Smart Grid is about

· However the PAP numbering has changed – this should be fixed, since people have become accustomed to referring to PAPs by their numbers
· Sandy Aivaliotis: Will grid ops comments be included in the roadmap? 
· Jerry: E-mail comments already received on grid ops has been added to the list of comments to be addressed for the Draft Release 1.0 – no need to send again. 

· GridInterop, November 17-19, 2009 

· Jerry: the Smart Grid Interoperability Panel (SGIP) will first meet at GridInterop
· Jerry: DR-Pricing-related PAPs 3, 4, 9, 10 met face to face this week. 
· NAESB was tasked with identifying the tasks, assignments, and task dates. 

· Bob Saint & Mark McGranaghan: Did get a lot accomplished after a rough start since different groups of people had different approaches and expectations. Had the right people in the room to identify what the real issues are
1.2 Follow-up on function/use cases discussion from GridWeek F2F 

· T&D PAPs, such as DGM:

· Frances sent around a draft document of business processes with the suggested approach of:

· Identifying the business processes
· Identify all the interfaces that each business function uses, based on the FERC4+2 diagrams (DGM and WASA most likely)

· Identify the information flows between the actors

· Identify the standards that could or should be used across those interfaces

· The process would be:

· Get agreement that this is the right approach

· Add transmission business processes, since the existing ones are distribution 

· Assign people to fill out the interface tables and SDOs

· Prioritize actions

· Pass over to the SDOs

· Action Item: Everyone in the DEWG to review the proposed process and the come back with comments and suggested changes
1.3 NIST Priority Action Plans (PAPs) 
· Jay: What is the role of the DEWGs and PAPs?

· PAPs have a short timeframe to focus on coordinating across SDOs, under the direction of the SGIP

· The DEWGs will be brought under the SGIP, but the tasks will be more or less the same: to identify issues, prioritize the actions, and determine who (PAP, SDO, etc.) needs to be assigned the actions. The SGIP will discuss and decide on structure.
