3) Presentation by Dr. Yi Hu, IPKeys/Quanta Technology 
· Dr. Hu made a presentation on the Guiding Principles and analysis of technical standards on Table 4.2 (standards for further review) in the NIST Framework and Roadmap for Smart Grid Interoperability Standards, Release 1.0. · Stan Klein (SK) – much of the work going on in SGIP won’t meet these criteria because the standards are evolving, not stable or mature; 
· Wendy al-Mukdad (Wa-M) – cost of the standard is a big consideration
· Jay Britton (JB) – important that the criteria are not applied to all standards equally – e.g., manufactured products off the line vs. those that define common semantic models for all of the Smart Grid; a big problem with these criteria is that standards are used in different ways, and their usage affects what criteria are important; shouldn’t go down that path of using all these criteria for all standards until categorization around usage occurs; stability is important – a lot of investment in getting good economic return, but lots of examples where it does not – Cat 1-4: clearly suggests a ranking – should be only only applicable when usage is considered
· Wa-M - consensus is not included; all stds fit into Cat -3; need to prioritize the principles more; Cat-3 should be broken into smaller categories
· Mladen Kezunovich (MK) – the discussion should be broken down based on application; it plays a role on how to classify by categories, driven by the purpose, application, level of investment, & ensure that application is emphasized
· SK – the SGIP Cyber security working group (CSWG) is identifying where the standard fits within the GWAC stack; XML is stable, but low-level; the role of the standard should be considered with respect to the application
· ACTION – Jerry will post on T&D DEWG website the template & slides from Yi Hu

· ACTION – Assignment for all: look at the guiding principles documents and slides posted on the website and be prepared to comment next time; 

· SK – there is a CSWG subgroup that has been formed – the guiding principles subgroup; they have identified three levels of standards: design foundation, technical system domain, operation domain; these categories have not been applied to standards yet 
· Frances Cleveland (FC)  – first criteria is a “must”, the second is “wants” (known as the ? methodology that has been used for years); how items are categorized is not shown; could have different lists for different GWAC layers – business processes, semantic models, OSI layers: application layers, network layer, physical layer; 

· Nokhum Markushevich (NM) – need consensus on the items on the list and what the terms actually mean – terms such as “improve reliability”, “optimization”, etc.; coming to agreement on their exact definitions is important
